Notes: Track likes soft tires, doesn't really wear tread. Little dusty out of groove so tread on tires helps vs slicks.

Car has - servo mounted in nose, brass LF spindle, laydown transmission. No brass or weight on car other than spindle.

RF droop is limited with droop screw to help car rotate tight corners. 3 deg Pro-Squat shims in rear (thick part at back).

8.5T is too much power - 10.5 or 13.5 would be smoother. Ran a 3.65 lap in main, car was fairly consistent to drive.

Things to try - increase RF shock oil 5 to10w, longer RF camber link. Move batt forward 1 hole. LF wheel spacer.
